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Note:
Read these instructions completely before attempting this conversion.

Make sure this kit fits your application before painting or plating. Parts that have been painted, plated or modified may not be returned.

Instructions:
1.	 Drill a 7/16” hole 20 inches from the oval hole on the frame above the coil spring along the angle of the frame toward the front and 2 inches up from 

the bottom of the frame rail

2.	 Attach the “L” bracket to the outside of the frame on each side

3.	 Lubricate and slip bushings onto the sway bar

4.	 Attach the ends of the sway bar to the “L” bracket as shown in the diagram and allow the sway bar to hang free.

5.	 Swing the sway bar into position so that the endlinks are vertical. Drill the 3/8” holes and mount the sway bar to the trailing arm in this position.

*NOTE: Lowered applications may require shortening of end link bolt and sleeve.
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
